The agenda item pertains to the approval of the plat of Forest Ridge Villas, an addition in Jackson County, Missouri. The plat is approximately 9.77 acres and is located on the east side of Charlotte Street between E. 134th Street on the north and E. 135th Street on the south. The purpose of this plat is to create one lot and four tracts for a 194 unit multi-family development. Additionally, the resolution involves accepting various easements and establishing grades on public ways, as well as authorizing the Director of City Planning and Development to execute and/or accept certain agreements. Finally, the resolution directs the City Clerk to record the ordinance and attached documents. The details of the agreements and easements, and the potential impact of this multi-family development on the surrounding area, are not provided in this summary. This item was held until April 5 2023 there was no discussion.

The proposed amendment involves changes to Chapter 88 of the Code of Ordinances in Kansas City. Specifically, the amendment aims to repeal Section 88-810-1140, which pertains to the Comprehensive Plan, and replace it with a new section that will denominate the KC Spirit Playbook as the City's comprehensive plan. This suggests that the KC Spirit Playbook, which may be a document outlining the City's goals and vision for development, will be designated as the primary guiding document for land use and development policies in the City This item was held until April 12 2023 there was no discussion.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The agenda item pertains to the approval of a petition to terminate the N.W. Plaza Circle Community Improvement District, which is located at N.W. 119th Terrace and N.W. Plaza Circle in Kansas City, Platte County, Missouri. The resolution involves terminating the Community Improvement District and directing the City Clerk to report the termination of the District to the Missouri Department of Economic Development. The reasons for terminating the Community Improvement District and the implications of the termination are not provided in this summary. However, it can be inferred that there may be reasons why the continuation of the District is no longer necessary or desirable, and that the City has determined that it is in the best interest of the community to terminate the District This item was held until April 12 2023 there was no discussion.

The agenda item pertains to the approval of a petition to terminate the N.W. 97th Terrace & N. Congress Avenue Community Improvement District, which is located at N.W. 97th Terrace and N. Congress Avenue in Kansas City, Platte County, Missouri. The resolution involves terminating the Community Improvement District and directing the City Clerk to report the termination of the District to the Missouri Department of Economic Development. The reasons for terminating the Community Improvement District and the implications of the termination are not provided in this summary. This item was held there was no discussion. However, it can be inferred that there may be reasons why the continuation of the District is no longer necessary or desirable, and that the City has determined that it is in the best interest of the community to terminate the District. This item was held until April 12 2023 there was no discussion.

The resolution pertains to the adoption of the KC Spirit Playbook as the City's Strategic and Comprehensive Plan. The resolution also involves the repeal and replacement of the FOCUS Kansas City Plan, which was adopted by the City Council by Committee Substitute for Resolution No. 971268 on October 30, 1997. This suggests that the KC Spirit Playbook will serve as the primary guiding document for the City's land use and development policies, replacing the FOCUS Kansas City Plan as the official comprehensive plan for the City. This item was held until April 12 2023 there was no discussion. 

230258
The agenda item pertains to the rezoning of an area of approximately 19.79 acres located at 3350 North Holmes Street. The current zoning districts, R-6 and R-2.5, will be changed to R-0.75 in order to allow for the construction of a residential development plan. The resolution also involves the approval of a preliminary plat, which will allow for the construction of four buildings containing a total of 340 residential units. It was the recommendation of the committee to Advance and do pass this ordinance to be heard before the full council. This item was held until April 5 2023 there was no discussion. 
230259
The agenda item pertains to the rezoning of an area of approximately 2.5 acres located at Warwick Boulevard and E. 38th Street. The proposed rezoning involves changing the zoning district from MPD (Master Planned Development) to MPD, in order to allow for the construction of 100 residential units. This item was held until April 5 2023 there was no discussion.
230261
Larissa Chambly, Planning Department testified on this resolution. The resolution pertains to the approval of an amendment to the Briarcliff/Winnwood Area Plan for an area of approximately 19.79 acres located at 3350 North Holmes Street. The amendment involves changing the recommended land use from residential medium density to residential high density for the Ascent Apartments. This suggests that the amendment will allow for the construction of a high-density residential development in the area, possibly with taller or more densely-packed buildings than would be allowed under the previous designation. It was the committee’s recommendation to advance and do pass this ordinance to be heard before the full council.
230262
Mario Vasquez , City Manager’s Office Testified on this ordinance. The agenda item pertains to directing the City Manager to execute a First Amendment to Intergovernmental Cooperative Agreement with Port KC. The amendment is related to a development project in the River Market area, though the specific details of the project are not provided in this summary. It can be inferred that the amendment will involve changes to the terms of the original agreement in order to facilitate the development project. It was the committee’s recommendation to advance and do pass this ordinance to be heard before the full council.

The proposed amendment involves changes to Chapter 88 of the Code of Ordinances in Kansas City. Specifically, the amendment aims to repeal Section 88-321, Short Term Rental Regulations, and replace it with a new section of like number and subject matter. The amendment also involves repealing Sections 88-110-03, 88-120-03, 88-130-04 and 88-140-03, which pertain to Uses, and enacting in lieu thereof new sections of like number and subject matter. Additionally, the amendment aims to repeal Section 88-810-1582, which pertains to Short Term Rental Intermediary. The purpose of these repeals and replacements is to effectuate the transfer of the regulation of Short Term Rentals from Chapter 88 to Chapter 56 of the Code of Ordinances This item was held until April 5 2023 there was no discussion.
230268
The proposed amendment involves adding a new Article VIII, entitled "Short-Term Rental Registration," to Chapter 56 of the Code of Ordinances in Kansas City. The new article is set to become effective on May 15, 2023. The article requires short-term rentals operating in the City to register with the City on an annual basis, pay an annual registration fee, and certify various safety information and the identity of the natural person who will reside on the property as a long-term resident or such person who has management control and responsibility for the short-term rental. Additionally, the article provides density restrictions for non-resident short-term rentals, penalty provisions for both short-term rentals and their booking service providers for non-compliance with such registration requirements, and places recordkeeping requirements on both short-term rentals and their booking service providers. The purpose of the new article is to establish guidelines and regulations for the operation of short-term rentals in the City, and to provide a framework for ensuring the safety and well-being of residents and visitors who use these services. This item was held until April 5 2023 there was no discussion.

The resolution pertains to the Union Hill "353" Redevelopment Project located south of Union Cemetery, and north of E. 31st Street, between Main Street on the west and Gillham Road on the east. The resolution involves determining the compliance of the project and authorizing the issuance of a Certificate of Completion to the Phoenix Redevelopment Corporation for the Union Hill Redevelopment Project. This suggests that the project has met the requirements and guidelines established for its development, and that it is now complete This item was held off docket there was no discussion.

230189
The proposed amendment involves creating a new Chapter 37 in the Code of Ordinances entitled "Health in All Policies." This new chapter consists of Sections 37-1 through 37-5, and aims to create a Health in All Policies Interdepartmental Task Force. The task force will use a collaborative approach to improving the health of all people in Kansas City by incorporating health, sustainability, and equity considerations into decision-making across various sectors and policy areas. The purpose of this amendment is to ensure that public policies and decisions in Kansas City are made with consideration for their potential impact on the health and well-being of the community, as well as the sustainability and equity of those policies. This item was held until April 5 2023 there was no discussion.

The agenda item pertains to the rezoning of an area of about 0.98 acres located at 400 Main Street in Kansas City. Specifically, the area will be rezoned from District UR (Urban Redevelopment) to District UR (Urban Redevelopment). Additionally, a development plan that also serves as a preliminary plat will be approved for the area. It was the committee’s recommendation to advance and do pass this ordinance to be heard before the full council as a committee substitute.

The resolution pertains to the development of a Citywide Doula Initiative in Kansas City. Specifically, the resolution directs the City Manager to develop this initiative and report back to the Council within 45 days. This item was held until April 5 2023 there was no discussion
230215
The proposed amendment involves changes to Chapter 10 of the Code of Ordinances in Kansas City. Specifically, the amendment aims to repeal Section 10-106, Extended hours permits, and replace it with a new section of like number and subject matter. The new section is expected to redefine the eligible neighbors who are notified and allowed to respond to a sales-by-drink licensee’s application for an extended hours permit. . It was the committee’s recommendation to advance and do pass this ordinance to be heard before the full council.

Larissa Chaumby Planning department testified on this ordinance. The agenda item pertains to the approval of a residential development plan and preliminary plat in Districts B3-3 and R-1.5 for Kimpton Falls. The development plan is expected to cover an area of about 49.43 acres located south of N.W. Barry Road and along the future extension of Line Creek Parkway. It was the committee’s recommendation to advance and do pass this ordinance to be heard before the full council as a committee substitute
