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	Discussion  including relationship to other Council acitonsRow1: The Aviation Department submitted to the FAA a Project Application dated April 26, 2023, for a grant of Federal funds for a project at or associated with the Kansas City International Airport which is included as part of this Grant Agreement. 
The FAA has approved a project for the Kansas City International Airport (herein called the “Project”) consisting of Reconstruct Runway 1L/19R Blast Pads and Taxiway High Speed Connectors – Phase 1 Design Only (herein called the “Project”).
The BIL Grant is provided in accordance with the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA) (H.R. 3684 Public Law 117-58) and the purpose of the BIL Grant is to provide funds for airport development or noise program implementation.
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
