220578 - Accepting and approving a $2,250,000.00 grant award agreement from the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development, Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Program for the Housing as an Intervention to Fight AIDS Model; estimating and appropriating $2,048,826.00 in the Health Grants Fund; designating requisitioning authority; authorizing the Director of Health to execute two 3-year sole source contracts with SAVE, Inc. and reStart, Inc., in the amounts of $1,520,322.00 and $450,207.00, respectively, for housing assistance services in the Kansas City area; and authorizing the Director of Health to extend the term of the contracts or increase the total contract dollar amounts upon need and appropriation without further Council approval.

220582 - Approving a development plan in District M2-3 on about 36 acres generally located at the southeast corner of N.W. 106th Street and N. Congress Avenue to allow for 203,000 square foot building addition to the existing office and warehouse. (CD-CPC-2022-00074)

220583 - Rezoning an area of about 2,100 square feet generally located at the terminus of E. 89th Terrace east of Westridge Road from District R-80 to District R-7.5 and approving a revised preliminary plat in District R-7.5 on about 13 acres to allow for 25 detached lots. (CD-CPC-2022-00046 & CD-CPC-2021-00247)

220586 - Rezoning an area of about 0.6 acres generally located at 2620 and 2626 E. 28th Street in the Santa Fe Place Plat between Prospect Avenue to the west and Benton Boulevard to the east from District R-1.5 to District UR, and approving a development plan which also serves as a preliminary plat to allow for the rehabilitation of the former residence of Satchel Paige to be used as a museum and office space. 220590 - Vacating about 0.24 acres of unused right-of-way on the north side of Front Street east of N. Cambridge Avenue, and directing the City Clerk to record certain documents. (CD-ROW-2022-00013).

220592 - Approving a development plan which will also serve as a preliminary plat in District R-5 on about 28.77 acres generally located at 9700 Grandview Road to allow construction of 20 residential units and a golf course. (CD-CPC-2022-00088)

220593 - Rezoning an area of about 2.5 acres located approximately 200 feet north of West Blue Ridge Boulevard from District R-2.5 to District B1-1, to allow for the expansion of a parking lot. (CD-CPC-2022-00090)

220599 - Rezoning an area of about .462 acres generally located at 3600 Walnut Street from District R-6 to MPD and approving a preliminary development plan to allow for the construction of 8 townhomes. (CD-CPC-2022-00087).
