—and awarded them $85 million in damages. Hundreds more veterans have sued
KBR for operating open-air burn pits that caused respiratory disease, cancer,
neurological disorders, and death.

When she reported the assault, she says KBR employees held her hostage in a
shipping container under armed guard to silence her.

® Guantanamo Bay Torture Camps: KBR was paid $169 million to build the
Guantanamo Bay torture camps where the United States has tortured nearly 800
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people over two decades through waterboarding, sexual humiliation, prolonged
isolation, and psychological abuse.
