In addition, the ordinance estimates and appropriates the Justice Assistance Grant Fund funds, designates requisitioning authority, and authorizes a cooperative agreement with the Kansas City Metropolitan Crime Commission for $100,000.00. This ordinance is a positive step towards ensuring our community receives the necessary funding to support programs promoting safety and justice.

The proposed ordinance seeks to accept funds allocated by the National League of Cities for its City Inclusive Entrepreneurship Grant program in the amount of $15,000.00 to support the implementation of Hispanic/Latinx Business Owners' Commitment. The proposed ordinance authorizes an agreement with the National League of Cities to govern the administration of the grant, estimates revenue, appropriates $15,000.00 in the National League of Cities Institute City Grant Fund, and designates requisitioning authority. The proposed ordinance is recognized as having an accelerated effective date and directs the Neighborhood Services Department to report to Council six months after the law’s passage. This ordinance demonstrates the commitment of the local government to support and promote the growth of Hispanic/Latinx businesses in the community, which will contribute to the city’s overall economic development.

The proposed ordinance recommends advancing and passing a resolution to accept $10,000 in funds from the United States Conference of Mayors for the Dollar Wise Innovation Grant to support the data collection and reporting of access to capital program participants. In addition, the ordinance authorizes an agreement with the United States Conference of Mayors to govern the administration of the grant, estimates revenue and appropriates $10,000 in the General Grants Fund, designates requisitioning authority, and directs the Neighborhood Services Department to report to Council six months after the passage of the ordinance. Overall, the law seeks to secure funding to improve access to capital for participants and establishes guidelines for how the grant will be administered.

The ordinance also appropriates the unexpended and unencumbered balances from Fiscal Year 2022-23 in multiple funds to the duplicate accounts and funds in Fiscal Year 2023-24 as designated. Additionally, the ordinance is recognized as having an accelerated effective date. Overall, the ordinance seeks to adjust various funds based on the third-quarter analysis and appropriate the unexpended and unencumbered balances to designated accounts and funds in the upcoming fiscal year.

The proposed ordinance seeks to accept funds from the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance, and Office of Justice Programs for the Byrne Justice Assistance Grant for $678,136.00. The ordinance estimates and appropriates the total Justice Assistance Grant Fund amount. Additionally, the law authorizes cooperative agreements with the Jackson County Prosecutor's Office ($291,598.00), the City of Grandview ($13,700.00), the City of Independence ($61,032.00), and other entities as necessary. The funds will support justice-related initiatives and programs, with specific allocations to various entities for specified amounts. The proposed ordinance seeks to secure funding from the Byrne Justice Assistance Grant and allocate it to different entities to support justice-related programs and initiatives. The committee recommended advancing and do pass this ordinance to the full council.

The proposed ordinance seeks to approve contracts with various nonprofit organizations for $1,310,100.00. The funds will be taken from previously appropriated Neighborhood Tourist Development Fund funds. The arrangements are being awarded to the selected nonprofit organizations as part of the FY 2023-2024 annual application cycle, and the funds will be used to promote neighborhoods and tourism through cultural, social, ethnic, historical, educational, and recreational activities. The proposed ordinance seeks to approve contracts with nonprofit organizations to use previously allocated funds for promoting neighborhood and tourism activities. Therefore, the committee recommended advancing and do pass this ordinance to the full council.
