Hello, I am a Kansas City resident. I have learned that kratom may be
banned, along with a bunch of other “Gas Station” substances. I wholly
agree with banning most of the synthetic substances in the list. But,

the natural form of kratom leaf, which is not the same as 70 or other
synthetic forms of substances that include kratom, should be omitted and
continue to be legal IMO.

Why? Because natural kratom is safe. You will never, ever see someone on
the streets “whacked out” on kratom leaf powder, passed out or

overdosed. It is physically impossible to overdose on kratom. It

produces a mild sensation that most heavy narcotic drug users find lame
and not even worth the trouble to use. But, if someone wants to quit

pain killers or tranquilizers and even alcohol, the natural kratom leaf
powder helps ease the withdrawal symptoms and may even prevent the
person from going back to the hard stuff that can kill them.

I compare the intensity of kratom to be the same as a strong cup of
espresso or black tea.
