In early 2021, the Aviation Department submitted to the FAA
an application for a grant of Federal Airport Improvement
Program (AIP) funds at or associated with the Charles B.
Wheeler Downtown Airport.

The AIP Grant is provided in accordance with the FAA
reauthorization Act of 2018, and the Department of
Transportation Appropriations Act, 2021, as further amended
by the American Rescue Plan of 2021.

The purpose of the AIP Grant is to provide funds to reconstruct
portion of Taxiway A between Runway end 3 and Runway end
1 (600' x 50") at Charles B. Wheeler Downtown Airport.

The AIP Grant Agreement between the City of Kansas City,
Missouri acting through its Director of Aviation Department,
and the FAA has a duration period of four (4) years from date
of acceptance.
