Nothing has been more
detrimental to the decline in KC EDC incentivized housing projects being approved than the
affordable housing set aside rule. Its time to cast it aside and put in-place a policy that
actually results in hosing production.

JoCo has none of the requirements (ie. affordable housing set aside, MWBE, prevailing wage,
etc) yet still offers similar or better incentives than what KCMO’s EDC offers. Because of these
rules, the City of Kansas City is missing out on a lot of development that would likely otherwise
be coming into our City.
