	Discussion



Due to the failure of Quarry Park Road within the boundaries of Lee’s Summit, Missouri, residents have been unable to access their properties through public rights-of-way. To address this issue, the City of Lee’s Summit is undertaking improvements to Valley Garden Drive and N.W. Quarry Park Road.
A portion of the project area lies within the municipal boundaries of Kansas City, Missouri. The improvements will require the acquisition of certain property interests within Kansas City, including street right-of-way and temporary construction easements necessary for access.
