TOTAL ANNUAL INDUSTRY EXPENDITURES (Metro Region)

Every year in Kansas City, the arts produce:

● Over $510 million in economic activity

● Over $18 million in local tax revenue (City and Counties)

● Over 3,000,000 attendees (Over 4.5 million regionally)

○ Generating more than $116 million in event-related spending (not including purchase of ticket)

● $655M economic impact

● Average visitor stay: 9 days

● 80–90% of visitors will not attend a match, will spend time in our community

● Potential of $13.2M in new audience spending – that’s a 13,100% ROI or $132 generated for every $1 the 
City invests.
