Discussion

To consider rezoning about 13 acres from District B3-2 to District 
UR (Urban Redevelopment) and approving a development plan 
which also serves as a preliminary plat to allow for 180 units multi-
family development within 4 buildings.

The applicant is requesting to amend a previously approved 
preliminary development plan in District C-3a1p, on 
approximately 2.5 acres generally located along the north side of 
NE Vivion Road between I-29 and Old Pike Road, to allow for 
additional parking and better site access.

The applicant’s property in Kansas City from the right of way 
along NE Vivion Road ranges from 88 feet on the eastern edge 
of the property to 260 feet on the western edge.  There is a 20 
foot landscaping buffer along the southern property line that staff 
recommends be planted in low level shrubs as well as street 
trees located approximately every 100 feet.  There is 
approximately 1,500 feet of frontage along NE Vivion Road.

There is a proposed access from NE Vivion Road pending 
Missouri Department of Transportation review.  The access is 
proposed roughly 500 feet west of the Old Pike Road and NE 
Vivion Road intersection.  The entrance will be a right in only 
access, with a right hand turn lane on west bound NE Vivion 
Road.  The access must meet the requirements decided by 
Missouri Department of Transportation.

The plan is proposing a total of 730 spaces for the display of new 
and used cars.  Of those 730 spaces on the site 166 are 
proposed to be located in Kansas City.   The plan proposes a 
total of 87,215 square feet of display parking located within 
Kansas City city limits.

Generally located at the southeast corner of E. 135th Street and 
Holmes Road.
