The bike plan includes
language and guidance on how City Hall can engage residents on bike lanes and bike-related
issues. The plan also calls for adequately staffing and resourcing the departments tasked with
that important engagement.

People want to know what is going on and because they don't, this bad idea 210966 is happening.
Frankly if we need neighborhood engagement to approve bike lanes, we need it to approve new
roads, bridges and city financed parking lots.
