Details:

This ordinance clarifies that upon separation from municipal service, the 
City will compensate employees for vacation earned and unused at the 
employee's regular rate of pay, which does not include additional pay 
such as special duty pay, shift differentials, extraordinary pay, or 
overtime.  

The City pays employees when they separate from municipal service for any 
vacation time earned and unused.  The time is payed at the employee's regular rate 
of pay.  To further clarify what "regular rate of pay" means, this ordinance 
clarifies regular rate of pay does not include additional pay such as special duty 
pay, shift differentials, extraordinary pay, or overtime.
