Plaintiff Cleven Washington worked as a maintenance
electrician in the Water Supply Division of the City’s Water
Services Department from March 2008 until his retirement in
September 2017. In January 2018, Plaintiff applied for
reemployment in the same maintenance electrician position

in the Water Supply Division. Because of previous discipline,

the Water Supply Division determined it would not interview
Plaintiff for a position in 2018. In January 2019, Plaintiff filed
a lawsuit alleging discrimination, harassment, hostile work
environment, and retaliation for the entirety of his
employment in the Water Supply Division. This settlement
resolves any potential liability, punitive damages, potential
future liability, and attorneys’ fees. As part of the settlement,
Plaintiff has agreed that he will not apply for any City
employment opportunities in the future.
