WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 160861 put before the voters
the question of enacting an economic development sales
tax devoted to projects located within the area bounded
by 9th Street on the north, Gregory Boulevard on the
south, The Paseo on the west, and Indiana Avenue on
the east, which may include the retirement of debt under
previously authorized bonded indebtedness or to repay
bonds not yet issued; and

WHEREAS, in a Special Election called on April 4, 2017,
the voters of the City of Kansas City, Missouri approved
Question 4 allowing the City of Kansas City to impose a
sales tax of 1/8 percent to be used for funding economic
development projects within the above defined area.

This ordinance provides funding for two positions to
manage the acquisition or land, demolition and clearing,
services for production analysis, review of application and
securing ongoing construction management.
