AIDS United: Capacity Building Assistance

What is the reason for this legislation?

To accept award from AIDS United for the
CDC Capacity Building Assistance grant.
Award amount is $30,000 for the Kansas City
Health Department's HIV Services Program to
provide consultation and technical assistance
on key areas related to structural interventions
and integrated planning activities. Through this
award HIV Services will also collaborate with
AIDS United to develop materials and facilitate
virtual learning sessions for other public health
entities and community based organizations.

Period of performance for these activities is
May 1, 2022 to March 31, 2023.
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Discussion (including relationship to other Council
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AIDS United supports community-driven
responses to the HIV epidemic focused on
reaching disproportionately affected
populations. The award will compensate the
HIV services program for activities provided
to AIDS United that include consultation and
technical assistance related to the CDC
Ending the HIV Epidemic grant, development
of materials and HIV prevention tool-kits,
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
