Change the Video Franchise Fees Rate

What is the reason for this legislation?

In 2021, Senate Bill 153 & 97 were passed which reduced
the franchise tax rates for Video Service providers over the
course of several years. This ordinance aligns City Code
with the revised RSMo 67.2689. Beginning August 28, 2023,
franchise entities are prohibited from collecting a video
service provider fee in excess of four and one-half percent of
such gross revenues. Beginning August 28, 2024, franchise
entities are prohibited from collecting a video service provider
fee in excess of four percent of such gross revenues.
Beginning August 28, 2025, franchise entities are prohibited
from collecting a video service provider fee in excess of three
and one-half percent of such gross revenues. Beginning
August 28, 2026, franchise entities are prohibited from
collecting a video service provider fee in excess of three
percent of such gross revenues. Beginning August 28, 2027,
and continuing thereafter, franchise entities are prohibited
from collecting a video service provider fee in excess of two
and one-half percent of such gross revenues.
