What is the reason for this legislation?

The University of Kansas has been
awarded this grant and Aim4Peace is a
sub-awardee. Aim4Peace has
implemented its violence prevention
program in two Level One trauma centers
in Kansas City. This grant supports the
work in those hospitals and extends this
work to assist in providing more prolonged
follow up and support to those who are
survivors of violence. It will also support
work with high risk youth who drop out of
school who have a high likelihood of
becoming victims of violence.
