In 2019, the City Council approved ordinance
N0.190233 (amended by ordinance No. 200822)
authorizing the City Manager to execute
Renewables Direct Participation Agreements with
Evergy for the City's GMO account areas for the
purpose of purchasing electric energy from a
renewable energy resource. Cimarron Bend lll, the
wind resource being procured, accounts for 20% of
the City's electricity usage. Since the resource
began, the City has avoided approximately
$900,000 in energy costs and generated an
additional $536,152.84 to be credited to the City. It
is the intent of this action to use those funds
towards implementation of the City's Climate
Protection & Resilience Plan.
