This property consists of 2 unimproved
parking lots located on the corner of 12th and
Broadway.

The City purchased the properties in 2020 via
ordinance 191009 for the purpose of providing
parking facilities during the reconstruction of
Barney Allis Plaza. The lots are no longer
needed for the Barney Allis Plaza project.

Any water and sewer easements will need to
be retained by the City.
