	Discussion  including relationship to other Council acitonsRow1: An airport master plan is a comprehensive study of the airport and determines the long-term development plans to meet future aviation demand over a 20-year planning period.  The goal of the study will be to establish a framework for future development and improvements projects that are cost–effective – considering city and FAA funding sources – and capable of serving future operational demand.  The FAA will utilize a completed master plan to effectively program federal funding for future capital improvements.  Master planning studies for airports located in metropolitan and urban areas are typically updated about every five to 10 years based on the circumstances of the airport – Wheeler’s master plan was last updated in 2004.  
The master plan for Charles B. Wheeler Downtown will include: 1) operation and based aircraft forecasts, 2) airfield and landside facility needs assessment, 3) airfield and terminal area development alternatives, 4) environmental analysis, 5) phased Capital Improvement Program including cost estimates, funding sources and financial feasibility evaluation, 6) updated Airport Layout Plans and Property Map, and 7) a public involvement program involving key stakeholders including city staff, airport tenants, federal and state resource agencies and neighboring community (Planning Advisory Committee meetings (5), public information workshops (3), city council presentations (3) and project website). 
An FAA grant (AIP 3-29-0041-033-2022) will cover nearly 60% of project’s estimated planning, environmental, surveying and economic analysis costs.
