This Contract with JBT AeroTech Corporation will provide labor for repair and
maintenance of pasenger jet bridges within the new single terminal facility at Kansas
City International Airport. Labor will consist of fourteen full-time employees including 1
manager, 9 technicians and 4 custodians.

The Contract shall begin upon substantial completion on or about January 15, 2023
and shall end no later than April 30, 2028. The maximum amount that City shall pay
Contractor under this Contract shall not exceed seven million fifteen thousand six
hundred and five dollars ($7,015,605) as follows:
