This ordinance adds back the penalty provision for
municipal court proceeds and allows the Kansas City
Police Department to enforce the Noise Ordinance in
cases where a violation does not not require a noise
reading. The administrative citation process is still in
effect.

Outcomes from noise disturbances have been shown to
negatively effect the health of residents. Lack of sleep
is associated with anxiety, contributing to substance
use disorders, and increasing the severity of psychiatric
symptoms, and may play a role in cardiovascular risk
