The Neighborhoods and Community Services Department
received 39 eligible applications by the deadline of May 15,
2021 for the 2021-2022 2nd Quarter application cycle, which
supports activities occurring August 1st, 2021 through April 30,
2022. All 39 applications were fully vetted and determined to
be eligible for review by the Neighborhood Tourist
Development Fund (NTDF) Committee.

The NTDF Committee met on July 27th and 28th to review the
applications and to interview applicants. On Friday, July 30th,
the committee met to deliberate and take action on funding
recommendations. The NTDF Committee determined a cut-off
score of 70, which resulted in six (6) projects not
