The WSBD was established by City Council Ordinance No.
61292. The revenues generated within the WSBD (from a
tax to each property owner) are collected by the City, and
then paid by the City for maintenance and construction of
improvements within the District.

The City currently collects the tax, and spends the funds
from billings from the Business District. From this point,
that procedure will change: the City will collect the tax, and
turn funds over to the Business District for operations.

Simply, this ordinance allows for funds to be transferred
from the WSBD reserve account to the District so that the
District can pay bills directly.
