This ordinance, pursuant to the Community Improvement

(the "Act"), approves the petition and establishes the 
Vine Street Community Improvement District as a 
political subdivision of the State of Missouri.

The District has the powers and authority to levy a sales 
tax of up to one percent (1.0%) on the selling of tangible 
personal property, subject to the approval by the 
qualified voters in the District.

The District is not seeking a determination of blight. The 
District will continue to exist and function for a period of 
thirty (30) years or more, consistent with the petition.
