	What is the reason for this legislationRow1: This ordinance is to accept a contract with the Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services to develop adequate COVID -19 response activities. These activities pertain to public health and healthcare preparedness as it relates to surveillance, epidemiology, laboratory capacity, infection control, communications and other preparedness and response activities associated with the agency’s overall COVID-19 response.
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	Discussion  including relationship to other Council acitonsRow1: During the Kansas City Health Department’s COVID -19 response, the impact to the department’s core public health and preparedness functions have been put under pressure due to level of response necessary to meet the needs of the community. The investigative and surveillance sections have been significantly impacted by the numbers of reported ill persons as well as individuals identified as contacts to those infected. The department’s lab capacity has also felt the strain of COVID -19 with testing those individuals deemed acceptable to be tested at the KCHD. The infection control practices implemented within the department and across the city has also strained the ability of the department to provide a level of prevention and education that matches the impact of the COVID-19 infections.

Funding to assist these areas will further support daily operations and critical infrastructure to help improve the department’s response to COVID-19.
