Approval of Minutes for Business Session of December 8, 2022: Minutes were approved unanimously.
Municipal Judge Candidates Presentation: Three candidates were presented: Sara Christensen, Shayla Marshall, and Beth Murano.
Sara Christensen is a Pro Bono Attorney for a firm and brings her experience as a trial lawyer to support the firm's commitment to pro bono and community service. She has experience representing clients in every stage of the criminal defense process, ranging from extensive pretrial preparation, bond reduction, and evidentiary hearings to the bench and jury trials and, when necessary, probation violation and revocation hearings.
Shayla Marshall is the District Defender of the Missouri State Public Defender's St. Joseph Office, where she leads a staff of high-level criminal defense lawyers and legal assistants in pursuit of justice on behalf of the accused. Additionally, Ms. Marshall is the Diversity and Inclusion Officer for the Missouri State Public Defender System, where she leads the diversity, equity, and inclusion strategy in recruitment, hiring, training, and employee relations. Ms. Marshall has tried cases from misdemeanors to murder in the first degree and frequently presents on litigating race, racial justice, and antibias in the workplace.
Beth Murano works as a Public Safety Chief Counsel & Civil Rights Specialist at the City of Lee's Summit, a Government company with an estimated 516 employees founded in 1865. They are part of the Physical Security team within the Operations Department, and their management level is C-Level.
Council Member Shields voted for Murano, but Shayla Marshall was chosen with a vote of 11 to 1.
