Executive Summary

Authorizing an expenditure of $1,100,000.00 for Facility Repair and Maintenance
contracts during Year 1 (FY25) of the Green Infrastructure Maintenance Program;
authorizing four successive one-year renewals for Facility Repair and Maintenance
contracts without further City Council approval; authorizing a maximum expenditure of
$5,500,000.00; and recognizing this ordinance as having an accelerated effective date.

Discussion

Reason for Contract

In 2010, the City of Kansas City, Missouri entered into a Consent Decree with the
United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to reduce the volume and
frequency of overflows from the City's sewer system. The City's Smart Sewer Program
is currently in year 14 of a 30-year implementation period. The purpose of this program
is to provide regular maintenance for green infrastructure sites across the City to
preserve function, aesthetics, and to maintain compliance with the Nine Minimum
Controls requirements of the Consent Decree.

Facility Repair and Maintenance Contract Description

The scope of work to be provided under the Facility Repair and Maintenance Contracts
is for routine maintenance of specified green infrastructure sites including but not limited
to trash, sediment and debris removal, weed and pest control, and vegetative pruning
and edge control. Nine sites are included in Year 1, with the intent of adding additional
sites in subsequent years. Long-term maintenance of green infrastructure assets
currently in design and/or construction will be maintained under this Green
Infrastructure Maintenance Program to supplement existing KC Water green
infrastructure maintenance resources. The total amount for Green Infrastructure Facility
Repair and Maintenance Contracts is $5,500,000.00 that covers year 1 and four
additional years.

The term of this program will be 365 calendar days with four 365-day renewals.

The Green Maintenance Program was advertised in accordance with the City’s
requirements on September 21, 2023, with qualifications being received on October 24,
2023. There were five (5) contractors that submitted qualifications.

Awardee/Subcontracting Participation

The following four companies will be awarded a contract under the Green Infrastructure
Maintenance Program: 1) Common Nature, 2) DuPree Landscaping & Lawn Care LLC,
3) Lotus Lawncare & Services LLC, and 4) Snoop’s Lawn Mowing LLC.

Other Bidders/Subcontracting Participation

Eyedeal Lawn Care Solutions also submitted their qualifications and has been
prequalified for award of contracts by City in the future. Because Eyedeal Lawn Care
Solutions is currently providing green infrastructure maintenance services under an
existing contract, they will not be awarded a contract in the first year of the Green
Infrastructure Maintenance Program.

MBE/WBE Goals

KC Water will use a programmatic approach to achieve the M/\WBE goals established
for the Green Maintenance Program whereby KC Water will be responsible for
contracting the maintenance of specific green infrastructure sites directly with
prequalified M/WBE contractors. CREO established 23% MBE and 0% WBE goals on
the project on July 10, 2024.

At the commencement of this Green Infrastructure Maintenance Program in 2024, the
M/WBE goals for this program will be 23% MBE and 0% WBE based on the number of
prequalified M/WBE contractors in the program. M/WBE goals for this program will be
reviewed jointly by CREO and KC Water leadership on an annual basis and adjusted as
needed based on the actual number of prequalified M/WBE firms participating in the
Green Maintenance Program.

Discussion

Project Justification

The City of Kansas City, Missouri is in the process of eliminating areas where public
sanitary sewers are not available to its residents.

One of the areas requiring the City's immediate attention is the residential neighborhood
in and around 55th Street and Bennington Avenue. Sampling in the area shows higher
than acceptable E. coli bacteria related to human waste. This is a potential health risk
to the residents. While considered in the former Sewer District 719 and located just to
the west Blue Parkway, the area survives primarily on septic tanks with no access to
public sanitary sewer.

In response to the problem, the City has split Sewer District 719 into smaller districts.
These are now Sewer Districts 11040, 11041, and 11042 along with a smaller Sewer
District 719. Sewer District 11042, where the sampling has taken place, is the worst
area of the neighborhood and will receive the most attention first. Connections to
proposed sanitary sewer system for existing houses in this district will be available,
while main extensions will be extended to the other three districts.

In 2007, Taliaferro & Browne, Inc. prepared sewer construction plans for Sewer District
11042. In 2013, the plans were updated with the addition of a 40' line across
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Cambridge Avenue. The current project calls for updating the Sewer Plans as prepared
in 2013.
