In 2010, the City of Kansas City, Missouri entered into a Consent Decree with the United 
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to reduce the volume and frequency of 
overflows from the City's sewer system over a 25-year period. In March 2021 the 
Consent Decree was modified to include additional interim and revised final 
performance criteria and to extend its duration to 30 years. The City's Smart Sewer 
Program is currently in year 12 of a 30-year implementation period.

This project will improve the capacity of the wastewater collection system and lessen the 
volume of sewer overflows from the sanitary sewer system by repairing defects in pipes 
and manholes. The reduction in infiltration and inflow will help restore capacity in the 
wastewater collection system and reduce wet-weather flows to Blue River WWTP.
